On the day I arrived in San Francisco airport 

Abby came to pick me up. When I saw her I 

burst into tears. I can honestly say it was 

tears of joy to see her and tears of amazement 

of how great God is. It felt like I was    

dreaming. But in the back of my mind I knew 

it was real. Driving to camp I was so tired 

from the flight, but I just couldn’t close my 

eyes. I just kept on smiling and staring not 

saying a word. I kept on asking myself: “is 

this real?”  

I had an awesome blessed time here in    

California. It has been great. Words can’t 

describe my time here. I treasure and value 

everything I have learnt here. I’m definitely 

taking and using what I have learnt here back 

home. It’s sad to leave but I’m thankful for 

the relationships that I have built here.
